c. Memorial Day Ceremony – Event was held on May 27, 2023. Thank you for those that attended.  Adjutant Rainer Burger has received numerous comments on how well the event turned out.  Thank you again to Monsignor Fink from Notre Dame church, Vietnam Veteran who was the guest speaker.
d. Memorial Day Mass – Holy Spirit Church May 27,2023, 5 pm Mass.   Cancelled as Adjutant Rainer Burger could not attend and MC.
e. Boy State Candidate – Post sponsored NHP Memorial Student Varun Pillai.  Varun will depart for Boy State on June 25. 2023.  He plans to attend the AL Post Sept 9th meeting to debrief the post.
f. Memorial Park – Memorial Hero Banners are planned to be installed at Memorial Park.  Troop 298 Life Scout Eddy Dean has begun the planning and will be installing between 5-10 banners.   Approximately 100 banners will be installed over time.
g. NHP Street Fair – The NHP Street Fair is scheduled for Sept 16, 2023.  Post 1089 will participate as every year and will set up a table with information about the American Legion.
h. Community Center – Design and Bid Package in development.  Internal layout complete.  The Village hopes to break ground late in 2023. 
i. American Red Cross – 1st Vice Commander John McGuire has joined the American Red Cross as a volunteer to serve the Armed Forces community.  John McGuire explained the program and services available to military and veterans.  This includes medical support, providing essentials to military personnel to include emergency communications.  Brochures were handed out to all Post members.  John also participated in a Nassau County Veterans Stand Down as an American Red Cross Volunteer.  At the Stand Down various organizations donated food and clothing which were then given to veterans in need. The American Red Cross gave out information about services available to veterans as well as active duty military and their families.
j. American Legion Convention – The Convention is scheduled to take place in Westchester County, July 17-22, 2023, at the Marriott Westchester.  Adjutant Rainer Burger has details if any members want to attend. 
k. Legion Post Dinner – Post members elected to hold the post dinner on Nov 14 or 15, 2023.  Typically, the post held the dinner in October, but some post members cannot attend in October.  Members held discussions on whether the post should rent the K of C hall like last year and have food catered or whether to hold the dinner at a restaurant like Jonathan’s or Gino’s.   Pros and Cons of each were discussed.  Post members decided to get some ballpark cost to have the dinner out at a restaurant and then make a final decision. 
l. Ideas of how to Improve Post – Members discussed a few ideas to include publishing adds in church bulletins at Holy Spirit and Notre Dame about the American Legion.
